Owner Sir Patrick Hogan purchased Katie Lee for $340,000 out of Hallmark Stud's Premier Sale draft to Karaka in 2008. 
  
She was trained throughout by Graeme and Debbie Rogerson and showed her class as a two-year-old with two victories, 
including the Gr 3 Eclipse Stakes, and returned at a whole new level at three. In her classic term, she completed the G1 
New Zealand 1000 and G1 2000 Guineas double, as well as taking both the Eight Carat and Sir Tristram Classics at 
G2 level and the Listed Sarten Memorial.  
  
Her stellar season earned her NZ Filly of the Year honours and she was the top-rated filly and second-highest three-year-
old on the Free Handicap (1200-1600m).
